And
reports acknowledge a range of barriers for female entrepreneurs, including unconscious gender
bias, lack of visibility, less capital, fewer professional networks; lack of research and reporting,
underrepresentation in high-growth industries and lower confidence.

The awards offer a chance to not only celebrate the women who HAVE overcome these challenges,
and help to address many of them; but also broaden the exposure of VCs to the depth of talent in
Australia. Lifting that awareness also helps to sustain economic growth for the Al sector — the more
stories out there, the more awareness there is."
